Breeding Right Agreement

For the Cria Caballar Registered P.R.E. Andalusian Stallion

“SOBERBIO XII”

This Agreement, entered into this ____ day of ____________, 200__ by and between Chestnut Equestrian Centre, 118 – Line 6 South, Oro Station, Ontario, Canada, L0L 2E0 (“Chestnut Equestrian Centre”) and the following individual(s) or business(s) _____________________________________________ whose address and phone # is:  ____________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________ __________________________________________ (“Mare Owner”), with the intention of breeding the mare named: ________________________________ Breed/Reg.#___________ __________________ shall be as follows:

1.  PURPOSE: The Mare Owner wishes to breed a mare owned by the Mare Owner to the stallion “SOBERBIO XII” in the hopes of producing a live foal.

2.  TERM AND TERMINATION: This Agreement shall continue in effect until the earlier of (a) the completion of the second breeding season; (b) a live foal is produced (c) the Mare Owner’s violation of any of the provisions herein, and the failure to correct such violation within ten (10) days after written notice is received; or(d) the Mare Owner’s violation of any of Chestnut Equestrian Centre’s Breeding (and or Cooled Semen) Policies and the failure to correct such violation within ten (10) days after written notice is received.

3.  MARE: The mare to be bred is more particularly described in the attached Mare Information Sheet. The following terms and conditions relative to the mare are required hereunder:

Prior to the shipment of semen, the Mare Owner must complete the Mare Information Sheet and return it to Chestnut Equestrian Centre. It is the Mare Owner’s responsibility to be sure the mare is in sound breeding condition and free of infection.

The Mare Owner assumes all responsibility for the care, custody, control and condition of the mare and bears all risk of loss or damage to the mare whether by death, disease, injury, infection or otherwise.

The Mare Owner agrees to submit confirmation to Chestnut Equestrian Centre in writing of the mare’s pregnancy at the following times: (i) 14 – 18 days post ovulation; (ii) 35 – 40 days post ovulation; and (iii) 55- 60 days post ovulation.

If, at any time, the mare does not conceive, or is determined to be unfit for breeding, then the Mare Owner may substitute another mare upon Chestnut Equestrian Centre’s approval.

4.  STALLION: Chestnut Equestrian Centre owns the Andalusian stallion “SOBERBIO XII”, registration number 190101002304705 (“Stallion”). The stallion is, and shall remain, the sole and exclusive property of Chestnut Equestrian Centre and shall remain in the care and management of Chestnut Equestrian Centre. The Mare Owner shall have no right, title or interest in the Stallion except as expressly set forth in this Agreement.

5.FEES: 

5.1 Breeding Fee: A total breeding fee in the amount of Fifteen Hundred Canadian dollars ($1500.00 CDN) in total and is due upon receipt of semen. This total includes the Five Hundred Dollar ($500.00 CDN) non-refundable Booking Fee and the One Thousand Dollar ($1000.00 CDN) Service Fee. It does not include the first collection fee of $300.00 CDN. All subsequent collections will be charged at $300.00 CDN per collection. The cost of the container is $60.00 CDN. Canadian residents are required to pay 5% GST on the total of all fees charged.

5.2 Breeding Fee Discounts: A discount of Two Hundred dollars ($200.00 CDN) is offered to Mare Owners for each additional mare bred in the same season. A discount of One Hundred and Fifty dollars ($150.00 CDN) is offered to Mare Owners who pay in full (total $1500.00 CDN) before February 1st of the current Breeding Season. This discount may be taken in addition to any aforementioned discount and is applied to the Service Fee only.

5.3 Booking Fee: Upon signing this agreement, a non-refundable Booking Fee of Five Hundred dollars ($500.00 CDN) is due.  An invoice will be forwarded by email (mail or fax upon request) to the Mare Owner, with a Paypal payment option on it.  If payment is not to be paid by Paypal, then invoice can be paid by certified cheque or money order.

5.4 Service Fee: The Service Fee of One Thousand dollars ($1000.00 CDN) is due upon receipt of first shipment of semen. Such Service Fee will be refunded at the end of the second breeding season if the mare bred is found to be barren, or if the mare fails to produce a live foal, or at any time the mare is determined unfit to breed. The request for a refund must be in writing and be accompanied by the Mare Breeding Log, signed by a licensed veterinarian and certifying that the mare is not pregnant. Chestnut Equestrian Centre will return the Service Fees within thirty (30) days of receipt of the required request and the Mare Breeding Log. The return of the Service Fee effectively cancels the Agreement and a new Agreement will be required to resume the breeding effort. A breeding held over to the next breeding season will be honoured at the same price rate as in the original Agreement. Payment can be made by Paypal payment, certified cheque, or money order.
6.  SEMEN ADMINISTRATION AND SHIPMENT

6.1 
 Semen will be collected Monday through Friday. No collections on weekends! Shippers don’t ship “Next Day Service” on weekends! Therefore, if you plan to “needle your mare” into heat plan it so that she ovulates preferably on a weekday. All semen orders must be phoned in (705-487-6887) or e-mailed ( HYPERLINK "mailto:cnut@sympatico.ca" cnut@sympatico.ca) and received by Chestnut Equestrian Centre no later than 4:00 PM EST the day before the requested collection date. All shipping fees are the sole responsibility of the Mare Owner and can be paid by Paypal payment, certified cheque or money order only.

All orders for semen shipments will be filled as received, subject to the availability of the Stallion. If there is insufficient semen to fill orders on a given day, then Chestnut Equestrian Centre’s Breeding Manager will determine which orders will be honoured on that day. Chestnut Equestrian Centre may be able to offer frozen semen as an alternative and will do their best to accommodate the Mare Owner’s needs.

Cooled semen will be shipped to the Mare Owner at the address set forth on the Mare Information Sheet unless otherwise designated by the Mare Owner.

A licensed veterinarian must administer the semen within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt, and such veterinarian must sign the Mare Breeding Log.

Chestnut Equestrian Centre is not responsible for lost, delayed or damaged semen.

7. GUARANTEE: Chestnut Equestrian Centre agrees that the Mare Owner is entitled to a second season of breeding (valid only in the consecutive season) under the terms and conditions of this Agreement upon the following conditions:

Chestnut Equestrian Centre receives written notification from a licensed veterinarian within thirty (30) days of examination of any loss of pregnancy which occurs in the first season of breeding, or

a Mare Breeding Log, signed by a licensed veterinarian is received by Chestnut Equestrian Centre within thirty (30) days of the last attempt at breeding certifying that the mare has not become pregnant during the first breeding season; or

The mare fails to produce a live foal, defined as a foal which stands and nurses within twenty-four (24) hours after foaling, Chestnut Equestrian Centre must be verbally notified within forty-eight (48) hours of the foal’s death, and such verbal notification must be followed within ten (10) days by an official written statement by a licensed veterinarian stating the details of the foal’s death. If such notification and statement are not received within the period required, the Service Fee refund and guarantee will become null and void.

8. BREEDING CERTIFICATE: Chestnut Equestrian Centre will issue a Breeding Certificate to the Mare Owner in order to establish owner’s rights upon payment in full of all fees.

9. INSURANCE: The Mare Owner understands and agrees that they shall be solely responsible for insurance on the mare.

10. INDEMNIFICATION: The Mare Owner agrees to indemnify, release and hold harmless Chestnut Equestrian Centre, its agents, employees and assigns, from any and all claims, demands, damages, actions, suits, attorney’s fees and costs, obligations or liabilities of any kind, known or unknown, in any way related to the mare or the breeding or insemination of the mare.

11. NOTICES: Service of all notices under this Agreement shall be sufficient if given personally of mailed via overnight carrier, certified or registered mail to the party involved at its respective address set forth above, or at such address as such party may provide in writing from time to time. Any notice mailed to such address shall be effective when deposited in Canada Post mail or with an overnight carrier, duly addressed and postage prepaid.

12. WAIVER: Chestnut Equestrian Centre’s failure to insist on any performance or waiver of any breach of this Agreement is not to be construed as a general waiver as to the other terms and conditions of this Agreement.

13. ASSIGNMENT: Mare Owner agrees not to assign this Agreement or any interest in this Agreement without the prior written consent of Chestnut Equestrian Centre.

14. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and there are no other understandings, representations, warranties or agreements, oral or written.

15.  AMENDMENT: This Agreement may not be changed, modified or amended in whole or in part, except in writing, signed and agreed to by both parties.

16.  LAW: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the Province of Ontario, Canada without regard to conflict of law principles.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, intending to be legally bound hereby, the parties have entered into this Agreement on the date and year first written above.

In addition to this Agreement, I have been provided with Chestnut Equestrian Centre’s Cooled Semen Policies and by signing below, I acknowledge that I have read and understand and agree to abide by the terms and conditions therein.
